We
are also reducing the use of PPE and gloves, which need only be worn for certain examinations.

Change to repeat prescriptions: We plan to change patients on 8 week prescriptions to 12 weeks.
This will mean you need to order and collect your medication less frequently, saving some time!
Please inform us if you do not wish to change this.
